Setting up Your BIXS Account

What is the Beef InfoXchange (BIXS)?

BIXS is a national voluntary internet-based database designed to capture and

exchange data linked to an individual animal’sunique tag ID number. BIXS is

a tool to assist in the gathering, tracking and exchange of useful individual

animal information across the beef chain. The system enables participants to

communicate, build business opportunities and support marketing programs

based on accurate and reliable information on individual animals.

How can I Register and Set Up My Account?

To register for your own BIXS account go to to www.bixs.cattle.ca. Click

the red “Register”button on the right hand side of the page. Before you

are given your password there are a few requirements

which includes your agreement to the terms and conditions for BIXS

participation; your completion of a short information sharing consent form

and filling out a profile on your operation among other information.

Enter Data into BIXS

To enter information into BIXS visit www.bixs.ca and enter your username and

password. Please note the computer and internet system requirements for the

BIXS system. After signing into the system additional manuals for entering your 

data and producing reports are available.

BIXS and CCIA

BIXS will pass on certain information to CCIA if it is entered into BIXS.

This data includes birthdate information on individual animals and tag

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BIXS User Account (All fields required):

This section of registration allows you to 

create a unique username and then associate 

a name and email address with that username. 

IMPORTANT ðThe email address for each 

user name must be unique and the username 

cannot contain any spaces, special characters, 

and cannot be all numbers.
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Business Information (All fields required):

In this section complete information about 

your business. The business name identified 

entered here will be the one shared with other 

entities in BIXS:

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CCIA Account (All fields required):

In these fields you enter your CCIA Account 

number and the business phone number 

associated with the account. This phone number 

is the one used when you created your CCIA 

account. Entering CCIA account enables BIXS to 

update birth date and retirement information. 

The phone number is used to validate the CCIA 

account registrations.
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Verified Beef Production (All fields required):

Declare your Verified Beef Program status. The drop 

down options are

ÅNot participating

ÅRegistered/audited

ÅTrained/not audited

ÅUnknown
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GLN (Optional):

The Global Location Number (GLN) is a unique 

identifier for your location which is provided by 

an international not-for-profit association called 

GS1. The GS1 system is the most widely-used

supply-chain identification system in the world. If 

you currently have a GLN it can be entered here. 

Otherwise a GLN will be automatically assigned to 

you after your successful registration.
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Premises System (Optional):

BIXS can also record if you have already registered 

your location with any of the following premises 

systems and enter the premise ID:

Å Ontario (OnTrace)

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I Agree with Terms:

Click on this to agree to the terms 

and conditions. The registration 

process will continue at this point to 

data sharing options.
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I Agree with Terms:

If you would prefer to review the 

terms and conditions on paper 

instead of online they can be 

printed by clicking this button. The 

terms will open in a new window 

that can be printed. Take as long as 

you would like to review and then 

come back and complete 

registration.

B I Disagree with Terms:

If for any reason you Disagree with 

the terms click here. A short form 

that asks for your contact 

information will appear. If you enter 

this information it will be used to 

contact you and collect your 

concerns about the terms and 

conditions.
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Data Sharing Options or BIXS 

Program:

Many of the data values in BIXS are 

optional data fields that are non -

regulatory. This field allows you to 

select if those values can be shared 

with other participants in BIXS that 

have taken action on the same CCIA 

(RFID) tag.
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Contact Information:

Separate from deciding to share 

information about cattle is the 

ability to share contact information 

in reports. This field allows you to 

check what type of information, if 

any, will be shared about your 

business on BIXS reports that 

display a tag number you took 

action on.

CCA Information:

This is a Yes/No option for receiving 

additional information from CCA.
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Submit Registration:

After your data sharing options are complete click 

this button to complete registration. After 

registration you will have the option to change 

these preferences at any time.
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User Name and Password:

This part of the registration message 

identifies the username that was 

entered during registration and 

displays the temporary password that 

has been assigned to you. 

IMPORTANT: It is best practice to 

record the temporary password at this 

time.
